Standing Charge to the Committee:

The Committee will serve as a source of professional advice and guidance to the Senate on matters relating to the quality, operation, and encouragement of graduate programs and research. To these ends, the committee may be concerned with the procedures, criteria, and support of existing and new graduate programs within the University.  The Committee may review and recommend policies and procedures relating to moral and ethical concerns of research and graduate studies and other matters involving support and furtherance of research and graduate studies in the University.

Committee Actions

The committee is contacting faculty to gauge their interest and willingness to participate in a conference/workshop on sustainability and current research needs in the areas of green chemistry, the environment, energy and social and political impacts.  Several faculty have expressed an interest to participate.  As we continue to gather interested parties, we will firm up possible dates to fit the participants schedules with anticipated timing of the event in either late summer or early fall.  We are hoping to attract at least 5 to 6 faculty in each area to discuss and develop a report on the state-of-the-art in each area and anticipated future areas for research.  We also anticipate the workshop to indentify existing strengths within the SUNY system.
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
